IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION n

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-oper-

ated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY

* Keep work area clean and well lit. Clutter or darkness in the work area can cause accidents.

+ Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids,
gases or dust. Power tools create sparks, which may ignite the dust or fumes.

+ Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can lead to loss of control
over the tool.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

« Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plugin any way. Do not use adapter plugs with
grounded power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

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PERSONAL SAFETY

POWER TOOL USE AND CARE

+ Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be con-
trolled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

« Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power tool before making
any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety measures reduce
the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

« Store idle power tools out of the reach of children, and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the power
tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained
users.

+ Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and any other
condition that may affect the power tool's operation.

CORDLESS GRASS SHEAR SAFETY WARNINGS n

* Keep all parts of the body away from the cutter blade. Do not remove trimmed material or hold the
material for cutting while the blades are in motion. Make sure the switch is off when clearing jammed
material. The blades continue to move after being turned off. A moment of inattention while operating
the grass shear may result in serious personal injury.

« Carry the grass shear by the handle with the cutter blade stopped. Proper handling of the grass shear will
reduce possible personal injury from the cutter blades.

+ Hold the power tool by insulated gripping surfaces only, because the cutter blade may contact hidden
wiring. Contact between the blades and a live wire can cause exposed metal parts of the power tool to
become energized, posing a risk of electric shock to the operator.

* DANGER - Keep hands away from blade. Contact with a blade will result in serious personal injury.

+ Do not use the grass shear in the rain or in wet or very damp conditions. The electric motor is not wa-
terproof.

« First-time users should receive instruction from an experienced tool user before starting work.

« The grass shear must not be used by children or young persons under 18 years old. Young persons over
18 years old may be exempted from this restriction if they are undergoing training under the supervision
of an expert.

« Use the grass shear only if you are in good physical condition. If you are tired, your attention will be
reduced. Be especially careful at the end of a working day. Perform all work calmly and carefully. The user
is responsible for all damages to third parties.

« Never use the grass shear when under the influence of alcohal, drugs or medication.

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« Work gloves of stout leather are part of the basic equipment of the grass shear and must always be worn
when working with it. Also wear sturdy shoes with anti-skid soles.

« Before starting work, check that the tool is in proper safe working condition. Ensure that all safety devices
are correctly installed. The tool should not be used if it is not fully assembled.

« Make sure you have a secure footing before starting operation.

+ Hold the tool firmly when using the tool.

+ Do not operate the tool at no-load unnecessarily.

« Immediately turn off the engine and remove the safety switch if the blades come into contact with a
fence or any other hard object. Check the blades for damage, and if they are damaged, repair them
immediately.

« Before checking the blades, troubleshooting, or removing stuck material, always turn off the shears and
remove the safety switch.

« Switch off the grass shear and remove the safety switch before doing any maintenance work.

+ When moving the grass shear to another location, always remove the safety switch and put the blade
cover on the cutter blades. Never touch the blades with your hands.

« (lean the hedge grass shear and especially the blade after use, before putting the grass shear into storage
for extended periods. Lightly oil the blade and put on the cover. The cover supplied with the unit can be
hung on the wall, providing a safe and practical way to store the grass shear.

« Store the grass shear with the cover on, in a dry room. Keep it out of reach of children. Never store the
grass shear outdoors.
